MARKING THE BICENTENARY OF MODERN
SERBIAN DIPLOMACY

n the last years of the Serbian Revolution on February 8/20, 1811, the first Serbian

ministries were established, including the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. It was thus that
the first government was formed in modern Serbian history. Two centuries later on that
occasion the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Serbia at the initiative of Mr. Vuk Jeremic
decided to mark this event in appropriate way.

During the course of 2011 the Ministry of Foreign Affairs organised three events
entitled ,yesterday, today, tomorrow.“ The first meeting (,yesterday“) was held on May
7, 2011 in the building of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Serbia. It was a scholarly
conference with participation of Serbian historians dealing with foreign policy of Serbia
and Yugoslavia and distinguished former diplomats of Yugoslavia and Serbia. As a result
we present a thematic collection of papers that was initiated at the conference. The col-
lection of papers contains seventeen scholarly papers of historians dealing with history
and foreign policy of the Principality and Kingdom of Serbia, Kingdom of Yugoslavia and
Communist Yugoslavia.

Simultaneously with preparations for the meeting the Council for Bicentenary of
Modern Serbian Diplomacy was formed. The Council held its first meeting on March
5, 2011. Members of the Council were historians, diplomats and directors of the most
important archives and historical museums in Serbia. Ten out of fourteen authors in this
collection were also members of the Board: Cedomir Popov, Dragoljub R. Zivojinovi¢,
Dusan T. Batakovi¢, Slobodan G. Markovich, Miroslav Perisi¢, Miladin Milosevi¢. Djor-
dje Lopici¢, Ljubodrag Dimi¢, Vojislav Pavlovi¢ and Stanislav Sretenovi¢. Members of
the Council were also: Bojan Dimitrijevi¢, Radoslav Zelenovi¢, Predrag J. Markovi¢, Ana
Stoli¢, Trivo Indji¢ and Nikola Mirkov.

The first incentive to mark this important anniversary came from Dr. Miroslav
Perisi¢, director of the Archives of Serbia. Then Minister of Foreign Affairs of Serbia
Mr. Vuk Jeremi¢ came out with two proposals: that a documentary film should be pre-
pared on the bicentenary of modern Serbian diplomacy, and that a museum dedicated
to this anniversary should be opened in the edifice of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
Serbia. The Council accepted both proposals. A documentary film on foreign policy of
Serbia and Yugoslavia was prepared by the Radio Television of Serbia. The author is Ms.
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Sladjana Zari¢ and the documentary was prepared in Belgrade, Vienna, Paris, London,
St. Petersburg, Moscow and Constantinople. The consultant for historical data was Dr.
Milos Kovi¢ of the University of Belgrade. It was aired by the Serbian Public Broadcaster
on December 23, 2011, and on the Serbia National Day (February 15) in 2012. A DVD
with the documentary is enclosed in this book and is available in two versions, in Serbian
and in English.

On April 26, 2012 Belgrade and Serbia got another museum: the Museum of Serbian
Diplomacy, It was opened in the edifice of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs by speeches
of H. E. Boris Tadi¢, President of the Republic of Serbia from 2004 till 2012, H. E. Vuk
Jeremi¢, Minister of Foreign Affairs of Serbia, and Dr. Slobodan G. Markovich, president
of the Council for the Bicentenary of Modern Serbian Diplomacy. Regular meetings of
the Council were held for more than a year. We would like to emphasize the dedication
and commitment demonstrated by the members of the Council from the moment when
the MFA first came out with the proposal that a museum should be formed to the last
preparations for the opening of the Museum.

Authors of thematic rooms of the Museum are: Cedomir Popov, member of the
Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts and President of Matica Srpska, Dragoljub R.
Zivojinovi¢, member of the Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts, Prof. Ljubodrag
Dimi¢, University of Belgrade, Dr. Vojislav Pavlovi¢, Institute for Balkan Studies of the
Serbian Academy and Mr. Trivo Indji¢, former ambassador to Spain. Each of them was
a co-ordinator for a particular historical epoch. Each co-ordinator also worked with sev-
eral other members of the team including: Dr. Miroslav Perisi¢, director of the Archives
of Serbia, Mr. Miladin Miloevi¢, director of the Archives of Yugoslavia, Dr. Ana Stoli¢,
then director of the Museum of History of Serbia, Dr. Stanislav Sretenovi¢ from the In-
stitute for Contemporary History in Belgrade, Dr. Dusan T. Batakovi¢, at the time the
ambassador of Serbia to France (2009-2013), Dr. Djordje Lopici¢, retired ambassador,
Prof. Slobodan G. Markovich of the University of Belgrade and Mr. Aleksandar Markovi¢
of the Archives of Serbia. The spiritus movens for the establishment of the Museum was
Ms. Maja Rakovi¢ from the MFA who was project co-ordinator. The author of the design
of the exhibition is architect Ozarija Markovi¢ Lasi¢, while Mr. Neboj$a Vasiljevi¢ was
in charge of its graphic design. We would like to cordially thank to all of them for their
commitment to the project. Photos made on the eve of the opening of the Museum and
the list of authors and contributors are enclosed in the appendix of this book.

After the scholarly conference the Council decided that panellists and participants in
the debate at the conference should be invited to submit papers for a thematic collection
of papers entitled The Bicentenary of Modern Serbian Diplomacy (in Serbian: Jea sexa
MmogepHe cpiicke guinomaiiiuje). It was decided that the editors of the collection would be
members of the Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts Cedomir Popov and Dragoljub R.
Zivojinovi¢ and Prof. Slobodan G. Markovich of the University of Belgrade. Consequently
three projects accepted by the Council for the Bicentenary of Modern Serbian Diplomacy
were realised: 1. The Museum of Modern Serbian Diplomacy, 2. the documenatary film
made by RTS, and 3. This thematic collection of papers. The text accompaniing museum
exhibition is the work of the same historians who have contributed to this volume and
therefore these two narratives are very closely associated.
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The collection The Bicentenary of Modern Serbian Diplomacy opens some complex
topics from diplomatic history of Serbia and Yugoslavia. It is divided in five sections. The
first part deals with emergence and development of Serbian diplomacy till 1918, the sec-
ond refers to the Kingdom of Yugoslavia, the third to Communist Yugoslavia, the fourth
to dilemmas of Serbian and Yugoslav historiographies, and the fifth to the Kosovo Ques-
tion at the turn of the 20" and 21* centuries. Most of papers contain in footnotes very
detailed references to bibliography and Serbian/Yugoslav and foreign archival sources and
therefore they enable an interested reader to continue himself/herself research of par-
ticular topics from Serbian and Yugoslav diplomacies. The collection offers an overview
of accomplishments and failures of Serbian and Yugoslav diplomacies. It also singles out
numerous open questions and questions that have not been sufficiently analysed. Contri-
butions in appendixes provide illustrative, cartographic and documentary note to papers
and studies in the volume.

To company McCann Erickson Serbia we are thankful for providing logo of the
event and for the permission to use it in this volume. To company’s director Mr. Srdjan
Saper we owe gratitude for his initiative that anniversary should be properly marked and
for his support to publish this book. We owe special thanks to the Programme Archives
of RTS and to director of the Television Belgrade Mr. Nikola Mirkov for the permission
to add to this volume a DVD with the documentary film prepared by RTS. To the Serbian
Textbook Company and to its previous director Dr. Miloljub Albijani¢ we are thankful for
their permission to reproduce in this volume maps from the book Diplomatic History of
Serbia (Juianomaiticka ucitiopuja Cpbuje) by B. Lj. Popovic.

In order to publish this volume two institutes have joined their resources: the Insti-
tute for Balkan Studies of the Serbian Academy of Sciencies and Arts and the Institute
for European Studies.

Unfortunately, death has prevented him to participate in final prepa-
rations of this volume which he had actively initiated and shaped. Therefore we dedicate
this Collection to his memory.
